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In order to participate in AAU events such as regionals, super-regionals, nationals, and other AAU sponsored, or AAU sanctioned events, and to be eligible to have the liability and supplemental accident insurance coverage under the AAU Insurance and Added Benefit programs, a Club and its members must be registered with the AAU.  The Club must be first registered and the Club ID obtained and then the individual participants, both the athletes and non-athletes (coaches, managers, trainers, etc.), must be registered. In this context, “Club” can mean an entity with teams in multiple age groups and multiple sports or a single team in a single sport and age group. So there are two steps: Club Registration and Member Registration.

Step 1: Club Registration
First you must register your Club in order to participate in AAU events.  The simplest and quickest way to do this is to do it on-line at the AAU Sports website, by starting at the following web page: http://aausports.org/default.asp?a=pg_membership.htm
You can also download and fill out a Club Application from the following web page: 
http://aausports.org/default.asp?a=pg_applications.htm, however, AAU is encouraging and will likely begin to require all organizations to register via the AAU Sports website both at the club and individual member levels.
There are 3 levels or choices depending on the type of Club you have – an individual, independent team, group of teams say from different age groups, or an incorporated entity.  Any Club wishing to host an AAU sanctioned event, other than practice, will need to join at least Club Level 2. Any Club wishing to join Club Level 3, allows the Club to become a 501(C) 3 recognized subordinate of the AAU and receive tax-exempt donations, however Club Level 3 registration must be done online. The Club can register for one or more years of membership. Specifically for basketball when registering online for girls' teams, the sport is BW, for boys’ teams the sport is BA. The Club ID typically consists of an alphanumeric string with the first two letters indicating the AAU region, e.g., PV = Potomac Valley, and the next set of letters the sport, e.g., BW = Girls Basketball.  If you register for multiple years the Club ID will end with a number of the year the membership expires, such as 8 for 2008.  

PLEASE NOTE TWO IMPORTANT ITEMS ABOUT A CLUB WITHIN THE AAU:

1. No Club, incorporated or unincorporated, may use the name AAU or any derivative thereof in its Club’s legal name. 

2. Club Contacts listed on the Club Application are NOT AUTOMATICALLY AAU MEMBERS, and must purchase an individual membership after submitting the Club form and obtaining the Club ID number.


The following describes the three Levels for registering your Club:  
Level 1 is for incorporated or unincorporated clubs who wish to participate in AAU events, vote at the appropriate district meetings and receive a practice sanction. This level club will not be able to host an AAU sanctioned event. Level 1 Clubs may not use trademarks of the AAU except to say the club is a member of the AAU.   Typically an independent team might register at this level or a group that does not plan to try and host an AAU event. An example of a level 1 group might be a team that participates part of the year and maybe participates in only AAU Regional or National competitions and AAU–sponsored college showcase events. Level 1 annual cost is $30 for youth only Clubs and $50 for Adult and Youth and Adult Clubs.
Level 2 is for incorporated or unincorporated clubs and has the same benefits a Level 1. In addition the Level 2 Club may host an AAU sanctioned event, other than practice, and may use the AAU name and trademarks for sanctioned events only.   Most AAU clubs or groups who may also have their own non-profit status and support multiple teams in multiple age groups and/or sports would typically select this level.  For example, an AAU Basketball Club that had teams in a range of age groups, say 9u-Open Division and possibly both a boys and girls program would select this Level. Level 2 annual cost is $60 for youth only Clubs and $80 for Adult and Youth and Adult Clubs.
Level 3 is only for unincorporated clubs or teams and has the same benefits as Level 1 and Level 2. In addition the Club can become a subordinate under the AAU’s Group exemption program, making the entity a tax-exempt organization. Level 3 Clubs are eligible to accept tax-exempt donations directly. Level 3 Clubs must register online only. For example, an independent team in a single age group might typically register at this level to take advantage of the AAU’s 501(c) (3) status. Level 1 annual cost is $300 for youth only Clubs and $320 for Adult and Youth and Adult Clubs. An annual financial statement must be submitted to AAU.
Club Level Insurance: The AAU offers Club Directors and Officers Insurance coverage for Clubs that join for the Club Directors and Officers that join as members. This provides one million dollars of liability protection for wrongful acts, such as violation of state and federal laws, IRS violations, and failure to properly manage club financial affairs. The cost is $399 per year. Step 2: Member Registration
Once you have registered your Club with AAU and obtained your Club ID which takes about 24-48 hours if done on-line, then you need to register your individual members.  You will need your Club name as registered with the AAU and your club code in order to register members properly. The Club ID can be disseminated to each team within your Club and the coach, manager, or one of those parents or adults who want to help can register all of the participants on the team on line starting at: http://aausports.org/default.asp?a=pg_membership.htm

So as soon as your roster is settled from any tryouts or participant selection events you hold, then register your players and all bench personnel (coaches. Managers, trainers, etc.) and other adult non-athletes with the AAU. You can collect the info you need to register youth athletes by getting the parents or participant to fill out the following form from the applications page listed above.

Having them fill the form out neatly will make it easier for one person to register the full team and ensure that all participants are registered so the coach or manager does not have to keep hounding individuals for participant IDs and registration status.

For coaches, managers and other adult non-athletes (bench personnel or conditioning coaches), you should have them fill out the non-athlete form located at: http://image.aausports.org/pdf/applications/nonathlete_application1.pdf

Once you collect all the info, you can register them online by starting at the following page:
http://aausports.org/default.asp?a=pg_membership.htm

Select the athletes registration link. (but remember when you do the non-athlete adults you will need to change their designation in the applicable drop-down listing.)

All members should be registered with the added benefit (AB) category ($14 for youth athletes, $16 for adult non-athletes) so that all your members are covered thru the AAU insurance programs for practices and all events your team participates in. 

Once you start, you can register everyone for your team at once and then pay once by credit card.
You will then be taken to a series of web pages from which you can printout the ID cards (suggest you print out two sets of ID cards and print them on heavy weight paper or a card stock and then after you get the signatures you can cut and laminate them.)
Finally for national events beginning in 2008, all teams must submit rosters and register via the AAU sport specific website. The AAU database system has been upgraded so that you can create rosters for teams for the specific events. You start this process by creating a separate user ID and password for the specific team. You start this process at the following web page:

For 2009, this will be the way to submit rosters for the PV AAU Girls DQT.
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
